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Abstract

The article examines nine “V you” verbs in modern Chinese from a synchronic perspective. They
are a group of subordinate compound verbs of “you”, the core semantics of which is “lead”, and
they are mainly used as predicate and attributive. Most objects of “V you” must meet abstraction,
low vitality and nominality; “V you” verbs have low motility and like state verbs, which express the
topic explanatory in the sentence and are used in the real sentence; “V you” and “V you N” can be
used as attributive and need to bring “de”, and the former has the limitation of emphasizing the
category of the subordinate, while the latter has the descriptiveness of emphasizing the characte-
ristics of traits.
