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Abstract

“You” and “Zai” are both adverbs expressing the meaning of repetition. The former is used for the
unrealized state, while the latter is used for the realized state. At the same time, the adverb “Zai”
can enter the imperative sentence, but “you” cannot appear in the imperative sentence, which is
related to the subjectivity of the two. This paper explores the subjectivity of the adverbs “you” and
“zai” from the perspectives of “entering reality sentence and non-reality sentence” and “strength
of negative polarity”, and finally finds that the subjectivity of “zai” is stronger than “you”.
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
