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Abstract

The noun and the adverb “Bu” are generally considered to be two non-co-occurring components in
the linear structure of the language. However, there are a large number of two identical nouns in
language fact, with a combination of “Bu” in the middle. This paper refers to such a format as “N Bu
N”. The first step is to determine the scope of the discussion by looking at the distributional fea-
tures of the format, that is, the “N Bu N” format that appears after the verb, focuses on the analysis
of its semantic characteristics and the semantic background, examines the pragmatic value of the
format, that is, to express the subjective attitude of the speech or the author does not want, and
analyze the interactive role of “N Bu N” format in the conversational communication.
