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Abstract

The rise and development of network culture has had a greater impact on the language of con-
temporary people, especially in the use of language in secondary school students' compositions. As
a group of adolescents, secondary school students have been accepting, utilizing and spreading the
Internet with great enthusiasm since its emergence. They are agile and active in thinking, with
strong receptive ability but poor discriminative ability, so when a new cultural language becomes
popular, middle school students will start to use it first and spread it among themselves within the
group, which will bring immeasurable influence and impact on the values, speech expression and
language use of middle school students. It not only enriches the image of language in writing and
makes the language expression more novel, but also leads to the destruction of the rules of lan-
guage use and the irregularity of the content of network language expression. For this realistic
problem, we should actively guide students with an open mind to look at the network language in
the use of composition dialectically, comprehensively analyze the harm of the abuse of network
language, give full play to the positive role of network language, correctly deal with the problem of
the use of language in the composition of secondary school students and put forward the corres-
ponding countermeasures to solve the problem.
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
