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Abstract

From the perspective of discourse analysis, this research analyzed reports on traditional Chinese
therapy, particularly acupuncture, in British mainstream newspapers since 1985. Utilizing corpus
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approaches, this research aims to reveal the changes of discourse construction on acupuncture in
different stages of these newspapers. The research found that the understanding of acupuncture
in these newspapers has evolved over time. Through research experiments, the discourse con-
struction has also shifted from the perspectives of culture to medicine. Additionally, the celebrity
effect and official endorsement have played a significant role in expanding the influence of acu-
puncture. At the same time, this study also highlighted the challenges that acupuncture faces in
cross-cultural communication and revealed the patterns of development and dissemination of
traditional Chinese therapy in the UK.
