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Abstract
Discourse markers, as words or structures in discourse that have procedural meaning without af-
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fecting the propositional meaning of the discourse, are widely used in communications. As the di-
alogical and interactive nature of language is gaining importance in cognitive linguistics research
in recent years, some researchers have begun to use discourse markers as an object of study to
discuss the speaker’s attention to the listener’s thoughts and attitudes when using discourse mark-
ers, i.e, the intersubjectivity of discourse markers. Based on Verhagen'’s construal configuration of
intersubjectivity, this paper analyzes the discourse marker you know quantitatively and qualita-
tively in a self-built corpus with the help of a novel corpus analysis tool LancsBox (v 6.0). The con-
strual of the intersubjectivity in the discourse marker you know was analyzed in terms of the lexi-
cal interpretation of you know, the second personal pronoun you’s function of constructing cogni-
tive space, and the formation mechanism of the intersubjectivity of you know.
