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Abstract

The extensive use of computers has prompted the rise of a large number of network words with
their own characteristics. The rapid development of network words not only creates many new
words, but also expands the original old words with new extended meanings. At the same time,
due to international exchanges and interactions, many foreign words have been absorbed and
merged, which greatly enriches the vocabulary system of Chinese, thus attracting extensive atten-
tion from language researchers. From the perspective of cognitive linguistics, this paper analyzes
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the formation motivation, cognitive psychology, word-formation methods and characteristics in
language use of online vocabulary, which has been widely used since the 2020s, by using the theo-
ries of categorization and metaphorical cognition, and finally summarizes the language and social
effects formed after the emergence of online vocabulary. The corpus cited in this paper, except for
the corpus with special indication, comes from the corpus randomly searched by the author on
Sina Weibo, Douban and other platforms. The specific time is from January 2020 to now, and the
sources will not be marked one by one.
