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Abstract

This paper takes Qinxian Songjiao dialect and Chengguan dialect as the research object. It is found
that Songjiao dialect and Chengguan dialect are two different stages of [i] > [1] in Qinxian dialect.
They are different in synchronic level, and Chengguan dialect [i] is higher than Songjiao dialect.
Then it is explained that the reason for its formation is that the pronunciation part of the high vo-
wel [i] on the tongue surface is forward, and the phonetic change phenomenon caused by the fric-
tion of the pronunciation method is the result of the further elevation after the friction. Finally, it
is revealed that the nature of this sound change is zipper sound change, which is that the main
vowel of the three and four characters of the crab shot opening is constantly elevated, and [i] is
transformed into [1], leaving a space. In order to maintain the relative stability of the phonetic
system, the vowel of the two, three and four characters of the Xianshan opening is “pulled” to be
elevated into [i] rhyme to fill this gap.
