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Abstract

With the rapid development of new media, our way of communication has changed greatly, but
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the negative impact of written language application ability of college students is more obvious. At
present, the problem of the decline of college students’ language application ability, which is wide-
spread in Chinese colleges and universities, has attracted wide attention from the academic commu-
nity. In order to understand the real status of college students’ written language application ability,
the survey team conducted investigation and analysis through questionnaires, material spot checks,
offline interviews and other ways, revealing the changes in language attitudes and concepts, lan-
guage expectations and implementation. It also puts forward a series of effective countermeasures
to strengthen college students’ awareness of the norms of written Chinese language and improve the
application level of written Chinese language by college teachers.
