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Abstract

Material evaluation is a skill that all language teachers constantly use during everyday teaching,
especially when searching for suitable materials for their students. However, the method these
teachers use is usually informal and unsystematic. This paper will attempt to construct a method
for the evaluation of the course book for use in an IELTS test preparation course in a private lan-
guage institution in China. It will seek to find out which of the two selected course books is more
suitable for the situation and context.
