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Abstract

From the promulgation of the Federal Constitution to the end of World War I, the U.S. judiciary
basically implemented a non-interference policy in education. From the end of World War II to the
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1970s, due to the rapid expansion of domestic higher education and the great impact of political
and social movements on campuses, courts at all levels in the United States began to intervene in
educational litigation. The successive occurrences and judgments of the Adler, Sweezy, Kaysian,
and Bakke cases demonstrated the development of the U.S. Supreme Court’s respect for academic
freedom, as well as the process of protection of academic freedom by the Federal Constitution.
