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Abstract

With the gradual development of China’s economic society and constitution of the national legal
system, the relationship between law and morals has increasingly become a key issue in the field
of legal philosophy. Taking The Case of the Speluncean Explorers as an entry point, this paper ana-
lyzes the dialectical relationship between law and morals from multiple perspectives, and ex-
plores the causes of the conflict in China at this stage to give some initial proposals for the coordi-
nated development.
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
