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Abstract

The protection of legal interests of the crime of identity document theft should adopt the theory of
complex objects, and it is more reasonable to establish the protection of legal interests of this crime
as the management system of identity documents and the legal interests of personal identity in-
formation security. The determination of “serious circumstances” in the crime of identity docu-
ment theft should first be judged by the premise elements. In accordance with national regulations
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that should be strictly limited within the scope of Article 96 of the Criminal Law, the identification
of other identity documents other than the statutory types should strictly follow the rules of simi-
lar interpretation, and it is clear that the object of “embezzlement” should be for the identification
of identity inspection authorities. The specific setting of the identification standard of “serious cir-
cumstances” in the crime of identity document theft should adopt the “quantity + plot” mode; the
quantity standard is established as the embezzlement of more than three identity cards of others
or the cumulative use of more than five times; the plot standard is used as a supplement to the quan-
tity standard; although the actor does not meet the aforementioned quantity standard, it still con-
stitutes this crime if it has the enumerated circumstances.
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
