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Abstract: Students in university-town rely on public transport to get around. Through a case study of the
northern university-town in Ningbo, the paper aims to optimize the public transportation routes in the area
based on the basic statistics of students’ travel time, travel destination etc. The paper presents transport prob-
lems and advices of the college students living in the area through the questionnaire concerning their average
waiting time for the bus, walking distance from the college to the bus stop etc. After a quantitative data
analysis, a transport satisfaction study in northern university-town is presented in the paper.
