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Abstract

Occupying an important position in World Heritage, cultural landscapes express a long and inti-
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mate relationship between peoples and their natural environment. As a unique type of settlement
spring water utilization system in China and even the world, Spring-City Cultural Landscape of Ji-
nan reflects the wisdom of water environment governance and utilization, and was selected into
the Tentative List of China’s World Cultural Heritage in 2019. The process of applying for World
Heritage is also a process of protection. The author selected five properties similar to Spring-City
Cultural Landscape of Jinan in the World Heritage List, such as West Lake Cultural Landscape of
Hangzhou, Venice and its Lagoon, Historic Centre of Brugge, City of Bath, and the Great Spa Towns
of Europe; through studying their protection and management mechanism, we can promote sus-
tainable development of the heritage with international advanced experience. On the basis of
comparative analysis, the author put forward the following three suggestions for Spring-City Cul-
tural Landscape of Jinan: 1) Speed up the special legislation of heritage protection, and establish a
management organization with unified functions; 2) Scientifically and reasonably delineate the
boundaries of property and buffer zone, and effectively implement the planning control of urban
construction; 3) Strengthen international exchanges and cooperation, and enhance the popularity
of heritage and diversity of tourism products.
