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Abstract

With rapid economic and social development, more attentions have been paid by Chinese colleges
and universities to carry out innovation-based vocational education, and to cultivate talents with
innovative and entrepreneurial capabilities. As a practical course combined business knowledge
with English skills, Business English education is capable to solve problems of the students, when
their knowledge is lagging behind requirements of the practices. In this context, the Innovative
and Entrepreneurial Practice Course has been constantly promoted in recent years, as the training
of the practical skills allows students to experience the actual business environment, and effectively
promotes educational targets for both innovation and enterprise. This paper takes a “Campus Flea
Market”, organised by Wuxi Taihu University, School of Foreign Languages to explore the matching
degree in between such vocational education and students’ actual business skills. It not only points
out the disadvantages of traditional way of teaching Business English, but also it enables Business
English students to develop their business potentials, adapting them to the new requirements in the
new era.
