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Abstract

Talent revitalization is the guarantee, cornerstone and pillar of rural revitalization. According to
statistics, more than 70% of students in vocational colleges come from rural areas. “One person
for vocational education, one person for employment, and one family for poverty alleviation” is
the fastest way to block the intergenerational transmission of poverty.
