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Abstract

Jack London’s works are closely related to American culture between the end of the 19t century
and the beginning of 20t century. During this period, the center of boxing gradually transferred
from Britain to America and became an inseparable part of American people’s life. Meanwhile,
with the development of industrialization and urbanization, various social problems and social
conflicts emerged. Jack London is an amateur of boxing as well as a witness of the time. This thesis
takes boxers in Jack London’s works as study target, analyzing the anxiety brought by feminized
society, the harm brought by the industrial life and the influence brought by social corruption, and
exploring the cultural significance carried by the image of boxers.
