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Abstract
The Call of the Wild is the representative work of ecological literature writer Jack London. This
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work has experienced the changes of the times for more than 100 years, and still has a strong vi-
tality. Jack London changed the way of narrating people as the protagonist, and used a dog named
Buck as the protagonist, expressing the author’s reflection on anthropocentrism. The following
conclusions are drawn from the interpretation of The Call of the Wild from the perspective of eco-
logical ethics: First, Buck gradually recovered his wildness under the cruel abuse of human beings,
and finally took revenge on human beings. The revenge of human beings is the result of human
beings’ own actions; secondly, Thornton was killed, revealing that the use of animals under anth-
ropocentrism will still lead to the collapse of the relationship between man and nature, and the
rights of animal subjects must be respected; finally, Buck completely abandoned the civilization
and morality of human domestication, returned to the wilderness, and became the leader of the
wolf pack, which reflected the complete liberation of the spiritual world. The Call of the Wild has
profound inspiration for solving the ecological crisis in today’s society.
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
