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Abstract

chapters of imitation. At the same time, in the treatment of phoenix bird attitude, the two are dif-
ferent. The Chu people worship the phoenix, and Poetry of the South also regards the phoenix as a
symbol of nobility, while the soul in Anti-Prostitution regards “eggs of a phoenix couple” as a deli-
cious meal when talking about the taste of food. Such a concept may be related to “eating Phoenix
eggs has the effect of immortality”, which reflects the pursuit of Anti-Prostitution for health.
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
