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Abstract

In recent years, the work of funding education in colleges and universities is generally worthy of
recognition, but there is still room for improvement in various degrees. This paper uses the ques-
tionnaire survey to investigate the current situation of the implementation associated to univer-
sity funding education, finding that there are some problems in the funding process, for example,
the phenomenon of emphasizing “funding” and ignoring “education”, the identification of funding
objects is not accurate enough, and the funding forms are not rich enough. To further improve the
quality of university funding education, it is necessary to ensure the institutionalization and stan-
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dardization of funding and correct students’ understanding of developmental funding education;
contribute to the identification mechanism of colleges and universities for the accuracy of edu-
cation; increase investment, expand the coverage of funded projects, and diversify the types of
funding.
