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Abstract

The college student union is an important part of the college league organization system led by the
Communist Youth League under the leadership of the Communist Party of China, and works in ac-
cordance with the law, the rules and regulations of the university and their respective charters.
This paper sorts out the existing problems of college student unions, clarifies the factors restrict-
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ing the organizational reform of college student unions, and discusses the path of strengthening
the construction of student unions in colleges and universities in the new era. Colleges and uni-
versities should be committed to improving the political literacy and ability of student union staff,
optimizing the organizational setting of student unions, strengthening team building, adhering to
strict governance, innovating work content and mechanisms, optimizing operational mechanisms
and improving work efficiency, so as to build a student union team with high political awareness,
vitality and strong service ability, serve the growth of students, support the school’s education
work, and be an organization that leads the growth of the majority of students.
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
