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Abstract

Since the establishment of the first Confucius Institute in 2006, Chinese language education in
Ireland has begun to develop on a systematic scale. From 2014, when Chinese language was in-
troduced into the elective subjects of secondary schools and formally entered the national educa-
tion system, to 2020, when it was included in the optional subjects of Leaving Cert (LC), and finally,
Mandarin Chinese was officially opened as one of the several non-EU mainstream languages in LC,
Chinese language in Ireland is becoming more systematic and has a new future. Analysing Manda-
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rin Chinese LC question types, examination characteristics, development trends so as to establish
corresponding teaching strategies will help to carry out this emerging subject of LC in Ireland. At
the same time will help candidates and teachers to understand the Mandarin Chinese LC more
quickly, which will help in their teaching and test preparation.
