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Abstract
Task-based language teaching method emphasizes the main role of students in learning, and ad-
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vocates taking students as the center of the classroom through “learning by doing”, so that stu-
dents can not only master the language function itself, but also improve their ability to apply lan-
guage in the process of completing tasks, to obtain meaningful subjective construction learning.
Through the application of task-based language teaching in junior high school English teaching, it
will greatly promote students’ subjective initiative in learning and improve the efficiency of class-
room task completion to a certain extent. This paper will analyze its characteristics, problems and
solutions from specific teaching cases.
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
