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Abstract

The handling of cross-criminal cases in financial loan contract disputes is a difficult problem in the
current legal practice of banks. This article sorts out the application of the procedure of civil and
criminal cross-cutting cases in financial loan contract disputes, and the implementation of civil
and criminal cross-criminal cases in the conflict between criminal recovery, refund and civil lit-
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igation in cross-criminal cases, and analyses the identification of the validity of civil-criminal
cross-contracts in civil loan contracts. At the same time, from the perspective of banks, analyse
how banks should protect their rights when financial lending contract disputes and criminal cases
are intertwined, and put forward corresponding risk prevention and control measures.
