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Abstract

Under the background of economic globalization, in the new era of rapid social and economic de-
velopment, commercial transactions are everywhere, resulting in commercial disputes more fre-
quent than before. In modern countries ruled by law, litigation system, as a means of public relief,
is the most common dispute resolution mechanism, but based on the actual needs of case diver-
sion and the advantages of arbitration system itself such as speed and efficiency, the practice of
recognizing and supporting the expansion of the effectiveness of arbitration agreements has grad-
ually accepted by all countries. From the perspective of supporting arbitration, it is necessary to
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take the exception of the principle of contract relativity as the theoretical basis to support the ex-
pansion of the validity of arbitration agreements. With the further development of transactions,
there will inevitably be more cases of expansion of the effectiveness of arbitration agreements. It
is necessary to fully consider and weigh the circumstances of specific cases, and seek the best bal-
ance between maintaining the effectiveness of arbitration agreements and the interests of third
parties.
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
