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Abstract: Objective: To investigate the status of sexual knowledge, STDs and attitude towards sex change among 1200
college students. M ethods: All data were collected by questionnaire survey during the elective “ College Student Health
Education”. Results: The remarkable cognitive rates of sexua knowledge were secondary sex characteristics (98.7%)
and sexua anatomy (75.0%). Notably, the highest cognitive rates of STDs were 93.3% and 85.8% for the full name of
AIDS, AIDS transmission approaches and STDg precaution. Change of attitude towards sex is discriminative between
male and female. Conclusion: “College Student Health Education” as an elective is significant for college students to
know the sexual knowledge and STDs, as well as to change their attitude towards sex. Other than this, methods such as
educational propaganda, broadcasting and occasional lectures are also utilized to popularize knowledge about sex, sex-
ual health and to instruct college students the correct sexual knowledge, attitude towards sex and STDs precaution.
