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Abstract

This article will briefly introduce the origin of the Longjiang School of Medicine, and explain the
relevant information of knowing and receiving due to the occurrence, including the connotation,
mode of thinking, application, and practical methods, around the relevant concepts of the Longjiang
School of Medicine and the traditional Chinese medicine regimen.
