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Abstract

Common prosperity is the specific feature of the general form of “future society” elaborated by
Marxism, and it is also an important support for the free and all-round development of human be-
ings. There is no direct discussion of “common prosperity” in the classic Marxist texts, but Marx
and Engels’ thought of common prosperity is an important point of view running through the
scientific system of Marxism. Standing on the methodology of dialectical materialism, Marx and
Engels constructed the scientific presupposition of the basic form of scientific socialism in the
critical reflection on the operating logic of capitalism, answered the basic questions of the conno-
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tation and characteristics of common prosperity, material basis and material guarantee, and then
proceeded from the logical starting point of “realistic man” and fairness and justice. This paper
demonstrates the value purport of the all-round development of human being in the common
prosperity of socialism.
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
