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Abstract

Education has always been an issue of wide concern to all sectors of society. In recent years, the
most prominent problems in the stage of compulsory education are the rigid education pattern,
the exceeded teaching content and the utilitarian cultivation goal. Lao Tzu’s thought contains pro-
found wisdom of education. Through deeply studying Lao Tzu’s educational method—following
the Tao, we can obtain enlightenment for modern education: constructing the natural non-action
education pattern which pays attention to teaching students according to their aptitude is benefi-
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cial to change the current situation of the loss of individual difference caused by the rigid educa-
tion pattern; adopting the non-fullness teaching method which respects the law of education can
promote the solution of excessive learning burden, lack of motivation and weak foundation caused
by the exceeded teaching content; setting up the cultivation goal of returning to tranquility which
guides students to show high ideals by simple living and develop in an all-round way is helpful to
go out of the education mistake of utilitarian cultivation goal.
