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Abstract

With the “double reduction” policy conducted for basic education stage in China, classroom has
become the main battlefield of teaching. Therefore, how to improve the teaching quality efficiently
presents a great challenge to teachers who are accustomed to the traditional text-based teaching
mode. In view of this, the author tries to integrate “production-oriented approach” to oral-English
teaching in senior high school, and conducts teaching experiments for a period of two weeks, aim-
ing to further explore the availability and effectiveness of the new theory.
