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Abstract

It has been emphasized in the Opinions of the Central Committee of the Communist Party of China
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and the State Council on the implementation of the rural revitalization strategy that the imple-
mentation of the rural revitalization strategy must break through the talent bottleneck. Talents,
the backbone, especially agriculture-related talents that meet the needs of the market should be
cultivated and introduced during the rural revitalization. Hubei Minzu University for Nationalities
is located in the southwest mountainous area with local characteristics and has a long history and
advantages in agriculture-related disciplines. Starting with the demand for agriculture-related
talents to comprehensively promote the rural revitalization and making a case study of Hubei
Minzu University for Nationalities, this paper summarizes and analyzes the current difficulties in
the cultivation of agriculture-related talents in colleges and universities by means of question-
naire survey of students.
