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Abstract

The ideological and political course is of great significance to the shaping of the value of design
education. Ideological value view dimensions based on the design education courses, to explore
thinking dimensions and practical perspective dimension, “knowledge from the contact”, “contact
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activity”, “contact value” of the ideological elements contained in design education, course content,
teaching process and so on to shape the ideological “breaking point”, curriculum evaluation ele-
ments to build ideological instruction “feedback” and “monitoring”. Thus, it can improve the per-
tinence and effectiveness of ideological and political education of design discipline, and provide
reference for the construction of three-dimensional education system and model of design educa-
tion that takes into account the goals of moral education, intellectual education and aesthetic educa-
tion.
