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Abstract

The basic German course is the cornerstone of the German language teaching in China’s universi-
ties. For the majority of students who have just left high school, university is not only a place to
learn professional knowledge, but also a place to build and enrich their “subject core literacy” for
the future. Therefore, the role of the “transition” to university studies at the primary level cannot
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be ignored. The teaching of the German language has the triple task of imparting knowledge,
building competencies and transmitting values, and a good foundation is essential. In this paper,
using the textbooks “Studienweg Deutsch 1 and 2” as an example, the author explores different
ways of integrating subject core literacy into the teaching of German, integrates and reconstructs
the teaching content to create a framework for “knowledge + literacy” that provides useful in-
sights into teaching German at the undergraduate level.
