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Abstract

Philosophical theory is the wisdom crystallization of the practical experience of philosophical
thinkers, which comes from the practice of human society, and in turn guides the practice of hu-
man society, reflecting the deep thinking of human activities and full of insights. Philosophical li-
teracy is not innate, but cultivated through careful study and continuous reflection in practical ac-
tivities. Enhancing their own philosophical accomplishment is the only way for educators to do
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their job well. Educational philosophy accomplishment is a kind of comprehensive quality and ac-
complishment that people consciously use educational philosophy to think and explore the theo-
retical and practical problems of education and teaching. There is no way to improve philosophi-
cal accomplishment. Fundamentally, the most effective way is to improve cognition, and then pro-
mote the development of its action force. This paper intends to classify the existing definitions of
philosophy of education based on the dynamic and static terms of physics, and then extend to the
methodological analysis of educators’ improvement of their philosophical literacy. It provides
reference for the cultivation of teachers’ educational philosophy accomplishment and contributes
to the improvement of teachers’ overall accomplishment.
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
