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Stage 1: Enjoy a video and free talk.

“What animals are
you afraid of?”, and then teacher asks students “What did you do last weekend?” “How was it?”

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Stage 2: Students read the whole passages and get the main idea of each paragraph.

Stage 3: Read the article again and answer the questions below.

Where did they go last weekend?

How did Lisa feel when she saw the snake?

What did Lisa and her sister do?

What did their parents do? Why did they do that?
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Stage 4: Reading Circle

Teacher introduces “Reading Circle” to students and guides them to finish the reading task in a reading cir-
cle.

Students fill in the mind map with the key information from the passage and then put the phrases in right
order. Finally, students retell the article.
