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Abstract

Aggressive behavior has always been the focus of investigator’s attention, and it is of practical sig-
nificance to explore the susceptibility factors of aggressive behavior. Juvenile aggression is easily
affected by different factors, such as personality, cognition, family and school factors, and violent
media etc. Family and school is one of the important factors. This article will sort out this factor, in
order to build a theoretical framework and foreshadowing for constructing a screening system for
vulnerable students, and provide a theoretical reference for further study of family and school
factors and interventions.
