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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to develop a scale for the admission attitude of children aged 7 - 12
to the second child. Through the project analysis, the related of each item and the total score, fac-
tor analysis and test reliability and validity of analysis of children’s inspection found each item
and the total correlation coefficient in 0.43 to 0.74 (p < 0.05), indicating that the item is close to
the measured characteristic, next, the factor analysis explains that the total variation is 55.93%,
coefficient of internal consistency between 0.84 to 0.89, is given to show the letter validity of the
scale. The overall status quo of children’s acceptance attitude towards the second child shows that
the acceptance level is relatively high. The difference test analysis shows that children's accep-
tance attitude towards the second child is significantly different in age.
