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Abstract

After Socrates, an ancient Greek philosopher, established “knowing yourself’ as his philosophical
mission, the prelude to human exploration of “self’ was unveiled. Self is an important content in
the research of scientific psychology, and “self-view” is a more essential existence that influences
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self. Cultural psychology points out that culture and human psychology construct and influence
each other. Therefore, the importance of culture in self-study is mentioned first. Scientific re-
search on self originates from western psychology, but its theory ignores people’s cultural psy-
chology, and does not really enter into the study of self-view. Self-view is subject to the meaning
interpretation system of the culture circle in which the individual is located.
