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Abstract

Positive psychology provides important methods and means to solve psychological problems. As
one of the urgent psychological problems to be solved, it is urgent to carry out suicide prevention
through positive psychology training. In order to explore the influence of positive psychological
training on suicide prevention, suicide prevention from the perspective of positive psychology is
discussed from three levels: cognition, emotion and social relations. Cognitive deficits, emotional
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disorder and lack of social support are the important influencing factors of suicide research in re-
cent years. Correspondingly, positive psychological training also maintains individual mental
health from three aspects: cognition, emotion and social relationship.
