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Abstract

With the application of new technologies such as big data, cloud computing and artificial intelli-
gence, media technology is naturally updated iteratively. After a series of rapid growth cycles, it is
not difficult to find that the creative content of short-vision platform is gradually changing from
“traffic is king” to “content is king” era. It is not difficult to see that, in fact, the audience on the
short video platform may have experienced aesthetic fatigue for creators full of handsome boys,
beauties and other young faces, and the image of online celebrities in the BOC hair is refreshing,
completely catering to the novelty-seeking psychology of the users of the short video platform.

Silver-haired online celebrities build a communication system with fans through the
creation of identity symbols, and achieve fan effect through foreground display, interactive empa-
thy, and so on. In the context of the active aging of the current society, we should actively guide the
phenomenon of silver-haired online celebrities to ensure that they continue to lead a positive so-
cial effect.
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
