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Abstract

In the we-media environment, to explore the cultural communication characteristics of dragon
and lion sports is of great significance for telling Chinese dragon and lion stories and promoting
the high-quality development of dragon and lion dance sports in the new era. By using the method
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of literature and logical analysis, this paper discusses the characteristics and development coun-
termeasures of dragon and lion dance sports culture communication under the environment of
we-media. It is found that the cultural communication characteristics of Dragon and lion dance
sports show the diversification of communication content, the clustering of communication chan-
nels, the interaction of communication audience and the split of communication effect. Its devel-
opment path includes government supervision to promote the benign spread of dragon and lion
culture, mass communication to meet the needs of different audiences, to integrate the resources
of Dragon and Lion to widen the way of transmission, to improve media literacy, to create
high-quality Chinese dragon and lion culture content.
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
