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Abstract

This paper mainly analyzes the performance of foreign direct investment in Guizhou province,
such as economic growth effect, trade guiding effect, industry optimization effect and so on. The
article thinks that the foreign direct investment has a positive impact on the economy of Guizhou,
and has a certain stimulating effect on the import and export trade, and can promote the adjust-
ment and optimization of industrial structure. Although the province’s technology spillover effect
is limited, the foreign direct investment has brought advanced technology and management expe-
rience in Guizhou. Guizhou province needs to improve the investment environment, enhance the
ability to attract investment, promote industrial restructuring, strengthen technological spillover,
and enhance the level of technology in Guizhou.
