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Abstract

The care and support for people with disabilities is an important embodiment of national devel-
opment and social civilization. It is of great practical significance to study their life stories. In or-
der to explore the life stories of people with disabilities and their significance, improve their life
quality and provide empirical evidence and reference for the formulation of relevant national
policies, this study adopts life-story interview method to study the life stories of five disabled
people. The results show that: 1) Among the various themes of life stories, the people with disabil-
ities account for the largest proportion of human relations theme, especially blood relations; the
theme of personal development is the second and the theme of self-cultivation is the least. 2) Their
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narrative tone is depressed on the whole, and the positive emotions are far less than the negative
ones. 3) In general, the disabled have a low sense of self-identity. Based on the above research re-
sults, this study puts forward corresponding suggestions.
