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Abstract

Asking questions as a teaching tool in elementary school English reading teaching is a necessary
teaching skill for elementary school teachers, and how to ask questions to students is especially
important to improve students’ thinking ability and enthusiasm for learning. This paper analyzes
the current situation of teachers’ questioning in primary English classroom teaching at the present
stage based on listening videos, notes and classroom observation data, as well as the time students
spend thinking after teachers’ classroom questions, the types of classroom questions, the difficulty
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of classroom questions, and the ways of answering classroom questions, and elaborates on how
teachers can ask questions to students based on the results of actual classroom observations and
students’ performance in English classroom The purpose of this study is to explain how teachers
can ask questions to students in order to promote students’ development and thinking.
