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Abstract

Based on the requirements of the 2017 English curriculum standard for senior high schools (he-
reinafter referred to as the new curriculum standard) for cultural awareness and cultural know-
ledge in senior high school English subjects, this paper selects the compulsory parts (compulsory
1, compulsory 2 and compulsory 3) in the 2019 people’s Education Edition senior high school Eng-
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lish textbook (hereinafter referred to as the new textbook) as the analysis object. A total of 32 ar-
ticles in the reading part of each unit in the textbook are analyzed. Starting from the type, propor-
tion and topic of cultural content, this paper focuses on the target language culture contained in
the article. It is concluded that the cultural content of the new textbook has the characteristics of
wide selection of materials, novel angles and paying attention to the penetration of mother tongue.
In terms of cultural awareness, it has basically achieved the cet-7 goal required by the new curri-
culum standard for senior high school English. At the same time, it points out some deficiencies in
the cultural content of teaching materials, and puts forward some suggestions for English teachers
in order to improve this situation.
