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Abstract

The 1970s marked an important turning point in the history of Western historiography. The new
historiography, represented by the Annales School, was confronted with difficulties, refuted and
declined. At the same time, narrative history challenged and corrected the new history, inherited
the scientific elements from the scientific process of the past, strengthened the narrative approach
of history, and redirected its attention to social issues, forming a new direction of western histo-
riography from the 1970s onward. The revival of narrative history has accelerated the turn of the
new historiographical movement, but it has also sowed the pitfalls of grandiose and pompous
narratives and the dissipation of historical objectivity.
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
