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Abstract

The existence of authority is the basic need of human society, which can not exist independently
without authority, and the field of education, as one of the social life, also needs the authority of
education. Teacher authority is the main representative of education authority, and also the main
expression of authority in school education, which is embodied in: teacher’s control and manage-
ment of students, students’ dependence and obedience to teachers. In school education, teacher
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authority plays an important role, which is embodied in three aspects: 1) teacher authority is an
inevitable requirement of school education; 2) teacher authority is the driving force for student
growth; 3) teacher authority is the essence of the teacher’s role.
