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Abstract

Currently, “inappropriate concept”, “difficulty to call material”, and “delayed feedback” are the major
problems that result in writing improficiency of primary and secondary school students. In order to
break through the dilemma fundamentally, we must start by improving the writing environment
for students and creating a new teaching model that nurtures “ecological essay writing”. In recent
years, the Guangzhou Municipal Bureau of Education has established an “Intelligent Reading Plat-
form for Students’ Growth” in the city’s primary and secondary schools, which is an innovative in-
itiative that provides a valuable opportunity to explore the ecological writing teaching model in
practice: Firstly, through various post-reading “re-creation” activities on the platform, students’ en-
thusiasm for writing is stimulated and their misconceptions about writing are transformed. Second-
ly, teachers carry out integrated teaching of reading and writing through the platform, helping stu-
dents to carefully and thoroughly study the text materials and cultivating their awareness and abili-
ty to accumulate and recall materials. Finally, as students can share their work through the “read-
ing circle” of the platform with others, the problem of deferred and plain feedback of students’ com-
positions can also be solved.
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
