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Abstract

At present, it’s the main trend to combine professional courses and curriculum ideological and po-
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litical so as to form a synergistic effect in higher vocational colleges. Curriculum ideological and
political also puts forward new requirements for professional teachers. In the course delivering
strategy reform of the course of Rural Community Development and Management, the course should
help the students to understand the objective nature of the course; the curriculum ideological and
political should be ingeniously highlighted throughout curriculum design and implementation, and
the curriculum ideological and political should be consolidated and strengthened from the perspec-
tive of teaching evaluation. The ideological and political elements such as professional integrity,
core values, and farming culture are integrated into the course. By summarizing the delivering ex-
perience of Rural Community Development and Management, this paper shows the strategies for
integrating ideological and political teaching design into the course from the aspects of course orienta-
tion, methods of course delivering and learning evaluation based on the ideological and political
concept.
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
